Regulations Governing the award

of the Aeromodel Pilot Badge
1.
Eligibility

The Aeromodel Pilot Badge in three classes (Pilot I, Pilot II and Pilot III) shall be authorized for wear by Senior and Cadet Members who have passed the prescribed qualification test. Only one Aeromodel Pilot Badge shall be worn at any time.  

2.
Description

The Aeromodel Pilot Badge is a metal eagle with a 5 cm wing span in gold (Pilot I), silver (Pilot II) or bronze (Pilot III) colour. The Badge shall be worn by  uniformed members on the right breast pocket flap on No 1, 2B, 6, 7A and 7B uniforms, or at a relative position on female members’ Nos 1, 6 and 7 uniforms. The Badge shall also be worn on the lower right lapel on the No 8 Mess Dress below the Honour Guard Badge but above the IACE Recognition badge (if worn). Civilian Instructors shall wear the badge on the lapel of the regulation blazer.
3.
Recommending Authority

Recommendations for the award of the Aeromodel Pilot Badge be submitted by the Technical Operation and Support Flight, via the Staff Officer/Officer Commanding Administration Group, to the Commanding Officer. The Badge shall be awarded on the authority of the Commanding Officer and a notification of such award shall be duly published. 
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
