Regulations Governing the award

of the Hong Kong Air Cadet Corps

 30th Anniversary Commemorative Medal

1.
Eligibility

The Hong Kong Air Cadet Corps 30th Anniversary Commemorative Medal shall be authorized for purchase and wear from 7 April, 2001 onward by 
(a) Executive Board Members; and

(b) Officers, Honorary Officers, Warrant Officers, Officer Cadets, Officer Trainees, Instructors, Civilian Instructors and Cadets who have completed one year of service prior to 7 April, 2001, and who have been able to satisfy the efficiency requirements as laid down by the Corps during the same period.
2.
Description

The Medal shall be oval shape in sterling silver surmounted by an Air Force Eagle, and suspended from a ribbon thirty-two millimetres in width which shall be in colours navy blue and crimson and superimposed centrally a narrow sky blue stripe. The observe side of the Medal shall feature the Corps emblem surrounded by Chinese style laurel wreath. The reverse shall feature as the central motif the Chinese characters " ", surrounded by the figures "1971" and "2001", as well as the Chinese and English version of the phrase "In commemoration of the 30th Anniversary of the Hong Kong Air Cadet Corps".

Order of Wear

The Medal shall be worn above the left uniform pocket with precedence after all orders, decorations and medals but before the HKACC Cadet Community Service Achievement Ribbon (CCSAR).

Recommending Authority

Wearing of the Medal by eligible members shall be authorized by the Executive Board upon recommendation by the Commanding Officer, and a notification of such authorization shall be duly published. 
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
