Regulations Governing the award

of the Hong Kong Air Cadet Corps

 Honorary Officer’s Efficiency Award
1.
Eligibility

The Hong Kong Air Cadet Corps Honorary Officer’s Efficiency Award granted as an award for good and efficient service to honorary officers of the Hong Kong Air Cadet Corps, provided they are qualified by service calculated under the terms of regulation 4 below, they have satisfied the required attendance requirements, and are certified by the responsible authorities as efficient, and in every way deserving of the Medal. 

2.
Description

The Medal shall be oval shape in sterling silver surmounted by an Air Force Eagle, and suspended from a ribbon thirty-five millimetres in width which shall be in colour sky blue and bordered by navy blue and gold edges.  The observe side of the Medal shall feature the Corps emblem surrounded by Chinese style laurel wreath. The reverse shall feature as the central motif the Chinese characters “作育英才”, surrounded by the Chinese and English version of the phrase “HKACC Honorary Officer’s Efficiency Award”.

3.
Order of Wear

The Medal shall be worn above the left uniform pocket with precedence after all orders, decorations and medals but before the HKACC 30th Anniversary Commemorative Medal.

4.
Qualifying Service

Honorary officers shall be eligible for the conferment of the Award upon the completion of five years of efficient service as an honorary officer in the Hong Kong Air Cadet Corps. The qualifying service shall be continuous without any break. Exceptions are permitted at the discretion of the Executive Board on the recommendation of the Commanding Officer.

Clasp

A clasp to the Award, to be attached to the ribbon when the Award itself is worn, may be awarded upon the completion of the fifteenth and twenty-fifth year of qualifying service. Such qualifying service shall be continuous without any break. Up to a maximum of two clasps may be awarded. A silver rose emblem denoting the award of each clasp shall be worn on the ribbon when the ribbon only is worn.

6.
Miniatures

Reproduction of the Award, known as miniature medals, which may be worn on certain occasions by those to whom the Award is awarded, shall be approximately half the size of the Hong Kong Air Cadet Corps Honorary Officer’s Efficiency Award.

7.
Recommending Authority

Wearing of the Award by eligible members shall be authorized by the Executive Board upon recommendation by the Commanding Officer, and a notification of such authorization shall be duly published. 
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
