Regulations Governing the award of the 
Hong Kong Air Cadet Corps Medal of Special Merit
1.
Eligibility

The Hong Kong Air Cadet Corps Medal of Special Merit shall be granted as an award to individuals and organization for meritorious contribution of a special nature, particularly in terms of resources and funding, to the Corps.
2.
Classes 
The Medal can be awarded in any of the three classes, viz, Gold, Silver and Bronze. Each class signifies different degree of meritorious contribution, with Gold being the highest. A maximum of one medal of each class can be awarded to a member.
3.
Description

The Medal shall be circular in shape surmounted by an Air Force Eagle, and suspended from a ribbon thirty-two millimetres in width in royal blue, superimposed on the side by two thin gold stripes, and centrally by one broad (Gold Medal), two medium (Silver Medal) or three narrow (Bronze Medal) stripes. The observe side of the Medal carries a design which features the Corps emblem, a "Greek" cross, and laurel wreath. The reverse has a plain area for etching of the recipient’s rank and name, with circumscriptions "香港航空青年團特殊功績獎章" and "Hong Kong Cadet Corps Medal of Special Merit" between the inner and outer circles.
4.
Order of Wear
The Medal shall be worn above the left uniform pocket with precedence after honours, decorations and medals issued by the Most Venerable Order of the Hospital of St John of Jerusalem, in order of precedence, and before the Hong Kong Air Cadet Corps Honorary Officer’s Efficiency Award. In cases where the wearer has been awarded more than one class of the Medal, the order of precedence among the three classes shall be:
HKACC Gold Medal of Special Merit
HKACC Silver Medal of Special Merit
HKACC Bronze Medal of Special Merit
5.
Recommending Authority
The award of the Medal to an individual or organization shall be at the sole discretion of the Executive Board upon recommendation by the Board itself of by the Commanding Officer, and a notification of such authorization shall be duly published.
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
