Regulations Governing the Award of the

Hong Kong Cadet Forces Medal

1.
Eligibility

The Hong Kong Cadet Forces Medal (HKCFM) will be granted as an award for long and meritorious service to volunteer officers and adult instructors of the Hong Kong Air Cadet Corps and the Hong Kong Adventure Corps, provided they are qualified by service calculated under the terms of regulation 4 below, they have completed the required periods of training, and are certified by the responsible authorities as efficient, and in every way deserving of the Medal. 

2.
Description

The Hong Kong Cadet Forces Medal shall be in silver in the form of the circular medal bearing on the observe the Emblem of the Hong Kong Cadet Forces and on the reverse the circumscription "香港青年團隊獎章"  in Chinese, "Hong Kong Cadet Forces Medal" in English, and a representation of a torch. The rank, name and parent unit of the recipient shall be inscribed on the rim of the Medal.

3.
Ribbon

The Medal shall be worn on the left breast suspended from a ribbon thirty-five millimetres in width which shall be in colour green with narrow stripes of dark blue, red and light blue being superimposed. The ribbon shall be worn with the dark blue stripe further from the left shoulder than the stripe of light blue.

4.
Qualifying Service


The following service counts as qualifying service -

(a)
Ten years of voluntary and efficient service as a commissioned officer or an adult instructor in the Hong Kong Air Cadet Corps; and

(b)
Ten years of voluntary and efficient service as a commissioned officer or an adult instructor in the Hong Kong Adventure Corps, or its predecessor.
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5.
Continuity

The qualifying service shall be continuous but a break of up to six months may be permitted, and a break of up to three years may be allowed in cases where a change of civilian employment or of residence makes it essential for a commissioned officer or an adult instructor to discontinue his/her service in the Cadet Forces. These exceptions are permitted at the discretion of the HKCF Honours and Awards Committee on the recommendation of the respective Commanding Officer/Commandant.

6.
Cadet service

Service as a Cadet will not in any circumstances be reckoned as qualifying service

7.
Honorary rank

Active service in an honorary rank shall be reckoned as qualifying service.

8.
Clasp

A clasp to the Medal, to be attached to the ribbon when the Medal itself is worn, and in silver, may be awarded on the completion of each additional ten years of qualifying service after the end of the qualifying period for the grant of the Medal. Up to a maximum of three clasps can be awarded. A silver rose emblem denoting the award of each clasp shall be worn on the ribbon when the ribbon only is worn.

9.
Miniatures

Reproduction of the Medal, known as miniature medals, which may be worn on certain occasions by those to whom the Medal is awarded, shall be approximately half the size of the Hong Kong Cadet Forces Medal.

10.
Recommending Authority
Recommendations for the award of the Medal or Clasp shall be submitted by the respective Governing Board or Committee of the Hong Kong Air Cadet Corps or the Hong Kong Adventure Corps, through the usual channel of correspondence, to the HKCF Honours and Awards Committee. The Medal or Clasp will be awarded on the authority of the Headquarters, Hong Kong Cadet Forces (HQ HKCF) and a notification of such award shall be published.
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11.
Forfeiture and restoration
A person who has been convicted of a criminal offence or is dismissed or removed from the Hong Kong Air Cadet Corps, or the Hong Kong Air Cadet Corps for misconduct shall forfeit the Medal and Clasp unless the HQ HKCF shall otherwise direct  

A Medal or Clasp so forfeited may be restored to the recipient by the HQ HKCF at its discretion.

12.
Replacement of Medal and Clasp in the event of loss

In the event of loss, application may be made for replacement of a Medal or Clasp. Such application, stating the circumstances in which the loss occurred, will be forward to the HQ HKCF through the usual channel of correspondence. If the explanation of the loss is considered satisfactory, the Medal or Clasp may be replaced on payment or otherwise.
