Regulations Governing the award

of the Honour guard badge
1.
Eligibility

The Honour Guard Badge shall be authorized for wear by the following members:
(a) Officers, Warrant Officers and Instructors assigned to the Ceremonial Flight who have passed the Honour Guard Officer Qualification Test;
(b) Cadets assigned to the Ceremonial Flight who have passed the Honour Guard Qualification Test; and
(c) Honorary Officers assigned to the Ceremonial Flight.
Former members of Ceremonial Flight who have served satisfactorily for at least one year on the Ceremonial Flight and achieved at least 80% attendance shall also be permitted to wear the badge.
2.
Description

The Honour Guard Badge is a two-tone (gold and silver) metal badge featuring a pair of crossed air force ceremonial swords, surmounted by the Corps emblem, and surrounded by Chinese style laurel wreath. The Badge shall be worn on the right chest one centimetre above the right pocket on Nos 1, 2B, 6, 6B, 7A, 7B uniforms, or one centimetre above the regulation name tag (if worn), or at a relative position on female members' Nos 1, 6 and 7 uniforms. The Badge shall be worn as a miniature on No 8 Mess Dress, and as a cloth insignia on No 3B Field Dress.

Recommending Authority
Recommendations for the award of the Honour Guard Badge shall be submitted by the Officer Commanding Ceremonial Flight, through the Officer Commanding Training Group, to the Commanding Officer. The Badge shall be awarded on the authority of the Commanding Officer and a notification of such award shall be duly published.
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
