Regulations Governing the award of the Marksman Badge
1.
Eligibility

The Marksman Badge shall be authorized for wear by members at or above the age of 15 who have successfully passed the Arms Safety Handling Test and the Marksmanship Test on one of the following weapons:

(a)
Small Bore Rifle; or
(b)
Air Rifle; or
(c)
Air Pistol; or

(d)         Shot Gun.

The requirements of the Marksmanship Test are set out at Appendix A.:

Description

The Badge worn by cadet members is in black melton cloth featuring a Lee Enfield rifle in white thread pointing to the left as viewed. The Badge shall be worn on the cadet armlet below any cadet classification badge and above the First Aider Tab, and on the right sleeve of the No 1 Service Dress with the top of the badge 18 cm above the cuff. 
The Badge worn by senior members is a facsimile of the Lee Enfield rifle in gilt metal 5 cm in width, pointing to the left as viewed. The Badge shall be worn on the right pocket flap of the No 1 Service Dress (mandatory) and 2B Routine Working Dress (optionally), or a relative position on the female member’s No 1 Service Dress (mandatory). If the Commander’s Insignia is worn, the Marksman Badge shall be worn closer to the right arm and the Commander’s Insignia closer to the centre of the chest. If the Marksman Badge is worn along with the Aeromodel Pilot Badge, the Aeromodel Pilot Badge shall be worn closer to the centre of the chest and the Marksman Badge closer to the right arm. If a senior member is in possession of the Commander’s Insignia, the Aeromodel Pilot Badge and the Marksman Badge, the Commander’s Insignia shall be worn with either the Aeromodel Pilot Badge or the Marksman Badge, but not both.

The senior members’ Marksman Badge may be worn optionally on the No 8 Mess Dress on the lower right lapel in the following order:

3.
Recommending Authority

Recommendations for the award of the Badge shall be submitted by the Training Group to the Commanding Officer. The Badge shall be awarded on the authority of the Commanding Officer and a notification of such award shall be duly published.
Revocation of a member’s right to wear the Marksman Badge may be recommended by the Training Group in case of a major breach of safety rules or range instructions on the part of the member.  Such revocation shall be made on the authority of the Commanding Officer and due notifications shall be made.
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
