3. Participants are required to possess a computer, flight simulator input devices (either joystick or
yoke and rudder) and Microsoft Flight Simulator X software for flight simulator self-practice.
Participants without the aforementioned training hardware and software are unlikely to proceed
to the Overseas Session due to the lack of self-practice. Participants are advised to purchase in
advance as supply could be limited from our previous experience.

4. Only participants of the Local Session of the Operation in 2018 & 2019 with satisfactory
attendance and test results are eligible for the Overseas Session. Please refer to Appendix II for
the layout and eligibility.
