Regulations Governing the award

of the Hong Kong Award for Young People Badge
1.
Eligibility

The Hong Kong Award for Young People (AYP) Badge at three levels (Bronze, Silver and Gold) shall be authorised for wear by cadet members who have passed the prescribed qualifying examinations. Only one AYP Badge shall be worn at any time.  

2.
Description

The Badge is in dark blue melton cloth featuring the AYP “Global Bird” in bronze (Bronze Award), silver (Silver Award) and yellow (Gold Award). The Badge shall be worn at the centre of Row 1 on the cadet armlet above EI and/or PAI badge(s). If the Air Cadet Leadership Course (ACLC) Badge is worn, the AYP Badge shall be positioned alongside it to form a horizontal line, with the AYP Badge on the left.  If a cadet member is qualified to wear  the AYP Badge, the ACLC Badge and the Parachutist Badge at the same time, he/she should choose to wear either a combination of AYP and ACLC Badges , or only the Parachutist badge.

Recommending Authority
Recommendations for the award of the Hong Kong Award for Young People Badge shall be submitted by the Hong Kong Award for Young People Flight under General Service Training Wing, via the Deputy Commanding Officer, Skills Development and Support, to the Commanding Officer. The Badge shall be awarded on the authority of the Commanding Officer. Notification of such awards shall be published in the Headquarters Routine Order.
