Regulations Governing the award of the Physical Assessment Instructor Badge
　
1. Eligibility
The Expedition Instructor Badge shall be authorized for wear by sergeant instructors, instructors and cadet members who are qualified as Physical Assessment Instructors (PAI).

The Badge shall not be worn by any personnel whose currency on the PAI rating has already expired. 

2. Description

The PAI Badge is in dark blue melton measuring 4 cm x 6 cm featuring a pair of crossed sabres superimposed by an Air Force eagle, both in sky blue.
Cadet members shall wear the Badge in a central position on Row 2 of the armlet. If the wearer is also an Expedition Instructor (EI), the EI Badge shall be positioned alongside the PAI Badge to form a horizontal line, with the PAI Badge on the right.  

If the wearer is an Award for Young People (AYP) awardee, the AYP badge should be worn above the EI Badge/PAI Badge. 
If an awardee is also qualified to wear any of the Musician Badges (Drummer, Piper or Bandsman), the appropriate Musician Badge shall be worn below the EI Badge/PAI Badge. 
On No 1 Service Dress (SD) tunic, the PAI Badge is to be worn on the right sleeve only, as follows: 
(a)   By sergeant instructors, cadet flight sergeants, cadet sergeants, cadet corporals and cadet lance corporals with the top of the badge 1.5 cm below the point of the chevron(s).
(b)
By instructors, cadet warrant officers, and cadet members below the rank of cadet lance corporal, with the top of the badge 17.5 cm below the shoulder seam. 

If the wearer is also an awardee of the EI Badge, only the EI Badge is to be worn on the No 1 SD Tunic.


3. Recommending Authority
The award of the PAI Badge shall be considered and approved by the Commanding Officer, following nomination from Deputy Commanding Officer, Skills Development and Support. Notification of such awards shall be published in the Headquarters Routine Order.
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
