Regulations Governing the award of 
Musician Badges, the Drum Major Badge, 

the Pipe Major Badge and the Band Master Badge
　
1. Musician Badges
Sergeant instructors, instructors, civilian instructors and cadet members may be awarded musician badges made with white metal according to the instrument they play: Drummer (drum) for percussionists; Piper (bagpipe) for pipers; and Bandsman (lyre) for all other instrument players (including tuned percussion). 
Cadet members shall wear the appropriate musician badge on Row 3 of the armlet. Where applicable, it should be worn below the EI and/or PAI Badges, and shall be positioned alongside the cadet classification badge to form a horizontal line, with the musician badge on the left.  

On No 1 Service Dress (SD) tunic, the appropriate musician badge is to be worn on the left sleeve only, as follows: 
(a)   By sergeant instructors, cadet flight sergeants, cadet sergeants, cadet corporals and cadet lance corporals with the top of the badge 1.5 cm below the point of the chevron(s).
(b)
By instructors, civilian instructors, cadet warrant officers, and cadet members below the rank of cadet lance corporal, with the top of the badge 17.5 cm below the shoulder seam. 

2. Drum Major Badge
Officially designated drum majors are authorized to wear four inverted chevrons on both lower sleeves of the No 1 SD tunic, surmounted by the Drummer Badge.  This badge combination is to denote an appointment and not a rank badge. It is only to be worn by qualified WOs, Sgt Instrs, Instrs, CIs and cadet members whilst engaging in musical performance as Drum Major and not on other occasions.  Rank insignia are not to be worn with the Drum Major Badge.
3. Pipe Major Badge
Officially designated pipe majors are authorized to wear four inverted chevrons on both lower sleeves of the No 1 SD tunic, surmounted by the Piper Badge.  This badge combination is to denote an appointment and not a rank badge. It is only to be worn by qualified WOs, Sgt Instrs, Instrs, CIs and cadet members whilst engaging in musical performance as Piper Major and not on other occasions.  Rank insignia are not to be worn with the Pipe Major Badge.

4. Bandmaster Badge
The Bandmaster Badge is a lyre embroidered in bullion thread, superimposed by a miniature HKACC roundel in gold and red. This is an appointment badge reserved for a warrant officer authorised by the Commanding Officer to serve as Bandmaster, and not a rank badge. It is to be worn by the authorised individual on both sleeves of the No 1 SD tunic 2.5 cm below the WO rank insignia. Under no circumstances the badge should be worn on occasions other than when the Bandmaster is conducting musical performance. 

5. Recommendation and Approval
The award of Musician Badges, the Drum Major Badge, the Pipe Major Badge and the Band Master Badge shall be considered and approved by the Commanding Officer, following nomination from the appropriate Deputy Commanding Officer. Notification of such awards shall be published in the Headquarters Routine Order.
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
