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Introduction of newly designed badges 

 and standardization of the display of badges on the cadet armlet

To promote uniformity whilst giving due recognition to personal achievements, with the introduction of some new designs the display of badges on the cadet armlet will be further standardized, following review by the Uniform Committee and approval by the Commanding Officer.

The PAI Badge, AYP Badges and the First Aider Badge have been redesigned to enable better utilization of space on the cadet armlet. An EI Badge will be introduced for wearing by qualified members. Please refer to the attached governing regulations for details and guidance.

Please refer to Appendix A for a quick visual guidance for the display of badges on the cadet armlet.

The launching of the new badges and standardization of badge wearing will take effect on 1 June 2018, after which there will be a grace period of 4 months for members to adapt and changeover. Full implementation without exemption will take place from 1 Oct 2018.

Appendix A – Display of badges on the Cadet Armlet
1. Squadron Number Badge:
Centred with the upper edge 6mm from the top of the armlet 
2. HKACC Shoulder Flash:
Immediately below the Sqn Number Badge
3. Classification Badge:
The lower edge of the badge should be placed 34mm from the bottom of the armlet.
4. Others:  The armlet is zoned into 4 rows to accommodate badges:
a. Row 1 - AYP Badge and/or ACLC Badge; or the Parachutist Badge
b. Row 2 - Instructor Rating badges (EI and/or PAI)
c. Row 3 - Musician Badge and/or Cadet Classification Badge
d. Row 4 - Marksman Badge and/or First Aider Badge
(Note: If only one badge is worn on a given row, it should be centred.) 
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
