1. Programme Aims
Made possible by support from the Community Chest, Hong Kong, the non-profitable programme aims to introduce the world of helicopter aviation to those air-minded people who wish to learn more about the latest helicopter technology and development.

The programme also provides the participants with PPLH helicopter pilot theories of Australian Civil Aviation Safety Authority (CASA) from initial stage to General Flying Practical Test (GFPT) stage.

2. Eligibility

The programme is open to all members of the HKACC and Hong Kong citizens at a minimum age of 16. A reasonable understanding of English and with science background is desirable.

3. Course Structure
With reference to the PPLH Day VFR Syllabus of Australian CASA, candidates are required to obtain a full understanding of the following subjects from No.1 - No. 9 :

4. Mode of Attendance
Part-time evening (Please refer to programme timetable on page 4).

5. Method of Teaching
Lectures / visit to helicopter operators/aviation related organizations.

Tuition language will be Cantonese supplemented with English except 2 sessions which are conducted in English only.
6. Assessment
After each subject, students will take a written test (total 8 tests) which will count towards 20 % of total assessment scores.

At the end of the programme, students will take a written examination (multiple choice) covering all 9 subjects.  Results will count towards 80 % of total assessment scores.

Passing mark of Total Assessment : 70 % (Australia CASA examination standard)

7. Recognition
Students who have passed the overall assessment will be awarded “Certificate of Achievement” issued by HKACC.  Cadets who have completed the course could apply for parallel recognition of all aviation subjects required for the Senior Cadet and Cadet Lanyard classifications. 

8.   Scholarships
In order to encourage a deeper understanding of helicopter aviation, there are 3 scholarships of hands-on helicopter flight training (1-hour each), 3 scholarships of helicopter air experience, one Commercial Pilot theory course as well as one scholarship of 10-hour flight training in Australia will be offered to the best-performed students.
Many thanks to Australia Becker Helicopter Flight Training School, Cathay Pacific Airways and Mr. Hogan Loh who have provided continuous support and sponsorship to the programme for the past years.
9.   Course Fee
HKACC Associate Member
:  $1500
HKACC Senior member (21 of age or above as at the course commencement date)
:  $1000
HKACC Cadet member (Below 21 of age as at the course commencement date)
:  $500
The course income is used to cover the cost of course materials, scholarship and graduation dinner.  (All programme staff and instructors are volunteers) Course fee will not be refundable after the applicants have accepted the offer of a place in the programme. Enrolment fee of $30 applied for Non-HKACC member to enroll as HKACC Associate Member. 4 text books and 3 navigation tools are required for the programme (Approx. $1200-$1400 and $200-$300 respectively) at candidates’  own expense. (Books and navigation tools ordering information will be provided on the first lesson)

10.  Activities

Student gathering, helicopter air experience, visit to Hong Kong aviation organizations or government departments may be organized from time to time during the programme period.

11. Application Procedure
Applicant should submit a completed application form, together with a crossed cheque payable to "Hong Kong Air Cadet Corps" and reached HKACC HQ General Registry on or before the closing date. The closing date for AAEP(Helicopter) 2010 is on 26 Feb 2010. Incomplete applications will not be processed. Cheques will be returned to unsuccessful applicants by mail.

Interested parties are advised to send out the application form at least one week before since mail delay can be over one week as from the past experience.

12. Selection Procedures
Applicants with recommendation from immediate superior will be an advantage for HKACC or other organization members. Applicants may be required to attend an interview organized by the Work Team
13. Code of Conduct
Students shall observe the customs and courtesy of HKACC. Classroom discipline applied.

14. Programme Administration
The HKACC reserve all rights to alter, revise and administer all materials and activities in the programme without prior notification and consultation with the students.

3. Recognition of Qualifications
All member countries of International Civil Aviation Organization (ICAO), including United Kingdom, United States, China and Hong Kong, recognize the Australian Private Helicopter Pilot Licence (PPLH). Conversion to local licenses in other ICAO member countries is possible.

4. Cost & Expenses
Student pilots should expect that the cost of flying vary with individual in learning progress. In average, the cost to obtain a PPLH is expected to be AU$32,000 ~ AU$40,000 in 2009. The cost includes study tools, pilot's gear, flying fee and examination fee.
