Applicants who have already known they are suffering from disease or injuries and may need rest for a

reasonable period of time or may not attend any physical exercise should not apply this course.

If candidate is suffering from any diseases or injuries during the course period and could not attend the

remaining course, he/she will be assigned to the next INCOTC.
Candidate must submit the legal medical certificate if report sick.

Candidate who had been detected or observed any misbehaviors or any conflict to C&C of the corps will fail

in this course and cannot apply next JNCOTC.

Candidate who absents the course without prior notice and reasonable explanation will risk deprivation of the
right to apply for the next INCOTC. Reasonable explanation must be accepted by course OIC before every

training day.
Type of uniform subjects to the course order or course briefing.

Candidate must pass every subject of the course. Anyone who fails any subject will fail in the whole course.
