Youth Flying Scholarship
I am pleased to announce that the "GAPAN Fanny Li Youth Flying Scholarship" of the Guild of Air Pilot and Air Navigators (GAPAN) has kindly made available two scholarships for members of the HKACC aged 16 to 21 to undertake a minimum of 40 hours of flying training in Australia in later part of 2009, and the training may be extended to the Australian Private Pilot License (Aeroplane) (PPL[A]) subject to the performance of the candidate.

The "GAPAN Fanny Li Youth Flying Scholarship" is intended to develop a solid foundation of flying skills and aviation knowledge within young air cadets who demonstrate the necessary aptitude and a high degree of determination to pursue a career in flying or aviation related sector. Some of the past scholarship awardees have now even become professional pilots in Hong Kong.
The applicants should expect to go through a 3-5 hours' training by AE Sqn in FEBRUARY 2009 (All training will be on weekdays evening). Then a stringent selection process in February/March 2009, comprising written tests and interviews, at the end of which two scholarships awardees will be identified. The scholarship awardees are then expected to complete the required flying training syllabus in Australia including flight tests and written examinations. 

Accommodation, round trip air tickets and all relevant training expenses will be provided to the scholarship awardees by the “GAPAN Fanny Li Youth Flying Scholarship” Fund. The awardees are required to bear their own food expenses.

Applicants should be in good physical condition, possess good English language skills, and must be enthusiastic in aviation and flying. They should also have some basic knowledge in aviation and exemplary service record as an air cadet.
