The United Kingdom Glider Aviator Scholarships 2009 and 
The Operation Swift Glider Aviator Scholarships 2009
United Kingdom Glider Aviator Scholarship 2009 is a glider aviator training programme with three scholarships for award to selected members of the Corps aged 18 to 21 (Cadet members only, excluding Officer Trainee) undergo a two weeks glider aviator training in the Air Cadet Central Gliding School, United Kingdom Air Cadet Organization, in June 2009. All training / food and accommodation / air tickets are inclusive.
Operation Swift 2008 is a glider aviator training programme with one full scholarship of $30,000 and two scholarships each of $12,000 for award to selected members of the Corps aged 17 to 21 to undergo a three weeks glider aviator training in New Zealand between October 2009 and April 2010.
The regulations for the two scholarship schemes are as follows:

1.
The scholarships shall be known respectively as “The United Kingdom Glider Aviator Scholarships 2009” and “The Operation Swift Glider Aviator Scholarships 2009”.

2.   Applicants must complete the Glider Aviator Training Course and pass the written examinations before given a place to appear before the Selection Panel.

3 For Operation Swift 2009, Scholarships shall be awarded to each of the qualified candidates who have satisfied all of the following criteria:

a). The successful appearance before a Selection Panel;

b). The successful pass of a screening flight and a flight simulation test;

c). Be certified by a qualified physician as medically fit for glider training; and

d). The achievement of the New Zealand Gliding “A” Certificate (Solo standard).
The Full Scholarship shall be awarded to the candidate who applied for the Operation Swift Glider Scholarship 2009 applicant with the best overall performance at both the Selection Panel Interview and the Preparatory Course. 

4 For United Kingdom Glider Aviator Scholarship 2009, the scholarship shall be awarded to each of the qualified candidates who have satisfied all of the following criteria:

a). The successful appearance before a Selection Panel;

b). The successful pass of a screening flight and a flight simulation test;

c). Be certified by a qualified physician as medically fit for glider training.

d). The achievement of the solo standard of the United Kingdom Air Cadet Organization.

A full pass in the Advanced Aviation Education Programme is preferred but not necessary.

Administrative Arrangement

Unit commanders who wish to make nominations are invited to complete the attached pro forma (Appendix A), and return it to the Joint Glider Aviator Scholarships Selection Panel (Attn: WO WONG M, AA1(HQ) not later than 8 April 2009. The Glider Aviator Training Course will be conducted from 18 April to 16 May 2009. Written examinations will be conducted during the course, Selection interviews in the fourth week of May, and the list of scholarship winners will be announced by 31 May 2009.
