Minutes of the Meeting

1.  The Honorary Secretary announced that there were 22 proxies received, 16 voting members and 16 EB members attended the Annual General Meeting.  Apologies for not being able to attend the meeting were received from Executive Board members Mr. Kelvin PANG and Captain Michael CHAN (Appendix I).
A quorum was therefore achieved according to the Memorandum and Articles of Association of the Corps, and the Honorary Secretary called the meeting to order.
2.  The Chairman of the Executive Board presented his report for the period of April 2014 to March 2015 to the meeting (Appendix A).  The Chairman in particular mentioned that the signing of a Memorandum of Administrative Arrangements between HKSAR Government and HKACC in June 2014 provided for the doubling of annual recurrent subvention to $2.48m, along with a special allocation of $350k to operate the Assistance Scheme to Needy Student Members. This reflected the greater importance placed on uniformed groups in the implementation of HKSAR’s Youth Policy, particularly in the wake of the “Umbrella Movement”. On the other hand, a partnership agreement was reached in November 2014 with our long time ally and mentor United Kingdom Air Cadet Organisation (UK ACO) to reaffirm current exchange/training arrangements and map out future cooperation. In March 2015, an official visit to the Mainland by the Commanding Officer and his management team culminated in the signing of a Memorandum of Strategic Cooperation with the Shandong Aviation Industrial Association (SDAIA), the national lead organisation of the PLAAF sponsored China Air Cadet Movement as well.
Honorary Secretary also thanked Mr. Peter CHAU for his sterling service to the Corps as Chairman of the Executive Board. 
3.  Financial report for the year ended 31 March 2015 was presented to members.
4.  Appointment of Raymond Y. K. TSE & Co. CPA Limited as auditor for FY 2015/16 was confirmed by the members. The authority to determine the related professional fees was delegated to the Executive Board.
5.  Pursuant to the Memorandum and Articles of Associations, one-half of the Executive Board Members should resign at the Annual General Meeting.  Accordingly six Executive Board Members as follows resigned and the vacancies so arose were offered for election.
