Minutes of the Meeting

1.  The Honorary Secretary announced that there were 32 proxies received, 18 voting members and 14 EB members attended the Annual General Meeting.  Apologies for not being able to attend the meeting were received from Executive Board members Mr. Steve LAU, Mr. Dicky YIP, Mr CHAN Kwok Chiu and Mr. Norman LO (Appendix I).
A quorum was therefore achieved according to the Memorandum and Articles of Association of the Corps, and the Honorary Secretary called the meeting to order.
2.  The Chairman of the Executive Board presented his report for the period of April 2015 to March 2016 to the meeting (Appendix A).  The Chairman in particular mentioned under HKACC’s partnership agreements with UK ACO and the Shandong Aviation Industry Association, Summer Camp 2015 made history by playing host to a UK delegation comprising nine top air cadets (Dacre sword/brooch awardees), the best adult NCO trainee of the year, their wing commander escort, as well as to four Mainland air cadets and two teacher escorts. Also put in place was a reception programme for the UK group which included local tour and excursion to Macau/Zhuhai. The project turned out to be a huge diplomatic success to further enhance collaboration among the three organizations. It also strengthened HKACC’s unique role as a conduit for interactions between Mainland and overseas air cadet units. In addition, the Joint Aviation Camp with the Shandong Aviation Industry Association (SDAIA) ran from 24 to 29 March 2016 with 44 Hong Kong air cadets participating, made possible by Youth Development in Aviation Fund (YDAF) allocation, Commission on Youth (COY) subvention and private sponsorship.
On behalf of all members of the Corps, Vice Chairman thanked Mr. Peter CHAU for his sterling service to the Corps as Chairman of the Executive Board since 2001. His leadership over the past years had successfully transformed the Corps into one of Hong Kong’s most disciplined, forward looking and innovative uniformed groups.
3.  Financial report for the year ended 31 March 2016 was presented to members.
4.  Appointment of Raymond Y. K. TSE & Co. CPA Limited as auditor for FY 2016/17 was confirmed by the members. The authority to determine the related professional fees was delegated to the Executive Board.
5.  Pursuant to the Memorandum and Articles of Associations, one-half of the Executive Board Members should resign at the Annual General Meeting.  Accordingly seven Executive Board Members as follows resigned and the vacancies so arose were offered for election.
