2. Requirements

(i) Age:
17 to 20 (age as of 1 August 2019) – For cadet members

18 to 24 (age as of 1 August 2019) – For officer trainees only
(ii) Pre-requisite: Enrolled on or before 30 June 2018 with records of a minimum of 30 service hours and recommended by OC Unit.

3. Jockey Club International Air Cadet Exchange Awards Scheme 
(賽馬會國際航空學員交流活動獎勵計劃)
Background

An award scheme has been set up to sponsor 20 youth with financial need to participate in the IACE 2019.
Source of Funding

The Scheme is funded by The Hong Kong Jockey Club Charities Trust.

Value and Number of Awards

There will be 18 full awards and 2 half awards to sponsor 20 youth aged between 17 to 24 years old with financial need to participate in the IACE 2019.
Full awards will be offered to participants visiting non-Asian countries whereas half awards will be granted to participants visiting Asian countries.

Coverage of the Awards

Each award will cover the economy round-trip air tickets between Hong Kong and the host country.  Should there be any surplus, the award money will be disbursed to the awardees for purchasing IACE uniforms and travel insurance.

Eligibility
· The candidates must fulfill the following requirements:-
· be cadet members or in the rank of officer trainees as of 1 August 2019;

· be outgoing delegates of IACE 2019;

· have at least 1 year of active service in HKACC at the time of application (100 training hours);

· take part in all IACE training sessions and have satisfactory performance;
· not receive award under this Scheme before; and/or never be an outgoing delegate of IACE before.

Eligibility (Cont)
· The candidates much also demonstrate financial need by meeting at least one of the following conditions:-

· The family of the candidate has received Comprehensive Social Security Assistance (“CSSA”) in previous and/or current year;
· The candidate has received financial assistance from the Hong Kong Government (e.g. School Textbook Assistance Scheme, Student Travel Subsidy Scheme, Tertiary Student Finance Scheme, etc.) in previous and/or current year;
· Youth from a family whose household income is below 50% median monthly household income (“MMHI”) – HK$27,500 as of Q2 of 2018; or
· The family of the candidate and/or the candidate is under special financial circumstance, e.g. bankruptcy, unemployment, high medical expense owing to chronic illness, etc.

Selection Criteria

Selection will be made by considering the following factors:-

1. Candidates should be proficient in English or other foreign languages;
2. Candidates should demonstrate outgoing character and good interpersonal communication skill;
3. Candidates should be enthusiastic in aviation;
4. Candidates should have a sound knowledge of Hong Kong; and
5. Candidates should have demonstrable financial need.
Each awardee is required to submit a written report on their exchange experience to HKACC within two weeks after the completion of IACE for onward transmission to HKJCCT for record.

4. Application

All IACE applicants are required to raise at least HK$700 in the Fundraising Event 2019. (**Applicants of the Jockey Club International Air Cadet Exchange Awards Scheme will be exempted from the fundraising, but they are required to participate in the Fundraising Event 2019).
All delegates must attend all training sessions which will be held in the first quarter of 2019.  The selection will be based on the performance of the delegates.
