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Overseas Training Program
Air Cadets Leadership Course (ACLC) & Hawk Mountain Ranger School (HMRS)

Introduction

Since 2010, the Expedition and
Mountaineering Flight (E&M Flt) is
responsible for arranging the local
selection, training and logistic for
the two overseas leadership and
wilderness skills programme, namely
the Air Cadets Leadership Course
(ACLC) by the UK Air Cadets and
the Hawk Mountain Ranger School
(HMRS) by the US Civil Air Patrol.

In ACLC, cadets are instructed in a
number of skills then practice these
techniques in a strenuous regime,
culminating in a 48 hour exercise under
canvas. The course concentrates on
leadership training, rather than any
sports, arms instruction or infantry
maneuvers. At the end of the week

cadets tackle a peer assessment
exercise and, are then reported on and
interviewed by their flight commander.
The course took place at the
prestigious RAF Collage in Cranwell.

HRMS is the longest running Search
and Rescue School in the US. The
course took place in wildemess setting
in Pennsylvania where cadets learnt
various sKkills such as navigation,
search techniques, communication
skills, woodsmanship, campsite
selection, first aid, patient evacuation,
specialized equipment, health &
nutrition, and survival skills. In addition
to the practical skills, leadership and
character development are also
emphasized.

In order to bring the knowledge and
skills learnt in the aforementioned
courses home, a group of members
who previously participated in these
two courses are organizing the 'The
Valiant' , a camp to provide outdoor
experience and leadership training to
cadets adapted from the UK and US
outline.

There have special survival skills
that we never taught as cadets in
Hong Kong, such as using signal
mirror, wild fire building, cooking
wild games and search and rescue
skills etc.

In the course, apart from learning
the skills, | also make friends with
CAP cadets and know more about
their culture. The encounters in the
programme enhance my personal
growth and marked a highlight in
my cadet life.

| was appreciated to have the
opportunity to join the Hawk
Mountain Ranger School 2013. It
was a rare experience to stay with
foreigners for such a long period.

Throughout the course, |
have learned many searching
techniques, for example how to set
up and control a search line, how
to identify a missing person and
how to identify a plane crash, etc.
We learn it in theory and practice
it all in the course. Searching team
requires team work. We must listen
to the command, or otherwise, you

"obedient" and "team work" in
a search team is even more
important in footdrill.

Besides, we trained to rescue
and to survive in the wild. This is
not the "expedition" we learned
in Hong Kong. We do not only
practice knots, but also learned
how to make a fire in the wild
with only one match, how to cut
trees with an axe and even how
to make food in wild. However,
there were some skills we have
already learned in Hong Kong,
such as map reading, therefore we
compared the difference in Hong
Kong and USA, and shared it to
my teammates. It was proud to
introduce China, Hong Kong and
the Hong Kong Air Cadet Corps to
the one who were in different race.
Last but not least, other than
the improve in language and
communication skills, | think | have
improved myself, both physically
and mentally. During the course,
| have faced many difficulties, just
like the physical training session
in every morning. We did it before
our breakfast. We were all hungry,
tired and still not ready for the
day. The tasks in this session
were all tough, and | have never
tried in Hong Kong. In the first few
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But | tried to push myself to the
extreme under my teammates'
encourage and support. | even
got minor injury and missed the 3
soccer competition to seek first aid
assistance.
